Seems like my focus has been more into thinning down my collection and doing field research at the local
car shows and dragstrip. | don't know about you, but most of my model building comes and goes in spurts.
Sometimes I'll get inspired by something really cool that I'v seen, and just have to start another project. It
can either be 1:1 scale or something much smaller. | was recently in Hobby Lobby, where | happened to
take a look at Revell's re-issued 1970 Boss 302 Mustang. The box art was nice, but the side of the box got
my wheels turning. They showed a picture of the optional racing hood scoop installed on the model with
the hood painted satin black. Ten years ago | had laid down a decent metallic paint job on a Boss 302 that |
was going to turn into a street machine. All was fine until | clear coated it. | probably should have waited
longer. Two small spots showed up on the hood in a place where a decal wouldn't cover, and couldn't be
fixed short of stripping the model and starting over, so into the box and on the shelf it went. Normally, |
don't like black hoods, but the box art was so cool, and I've seen several cars at the local strip running them,
so why not? I've got the hole cut in the hood, the scoop halves glued together, and just need to finish
sanding the seams. No pictures of the model, but check out some of these pics that | took at the dragstrip a
few weeks ago.

I had a yard sale this past weekend, Kevin Bellanger stopped by and showed me a couple of bodies that
he had air-brushed. He uses a Paasche dual action air-brush, a tank-less air compressor that he bought at
Harbor Freight, and a water filter. Kevin showed me how he used spray paint that he sprayed into the
air-brush jars. apparently, he didn't have to thin it down any. He had a few dust specks that could easily be
polished out, but Man, | was impressed! The paint laid down so smooth and nice that I'm convinced that |
need to start airbrushing! | will let the picture do the talking and let you decide for yourself.
